
Our school is called DEMAU "Gosho Vikentiev." DEMAU is  short in Macedonian for state electro-mechanical and automotive school.  Gosho Vikentiev is the name of a World War Two hero from Kochani. This is our first year in this school.  We are in the electro-technical program. 

We started working on the Old Hut Project in October 1998, and we finished in March 1999.  The school coordinator is Gjorgi Kushevski, and our project coordinator is David Patrick.  David is a US Peace Corps Volunteer working in our school.  


Our school teaches many different courses of study.  There are four different electrical disciplines for subjects like high voltage power distribution (4 years), audio-visual and telecommunication technics (4 years), electrical installation (3 years), and home and industrial appliances (3 years).  We also have welding, metal processing, and metal installation.  These are three year programs.  Machine design and functions is a four year program, and auto mechanics is three.


Probably 85 to 90% of students who decide to go to DEMAU are boys.  We start high school at age 14.  We also have a rotating shift schedule.  For one month first and fourth year students go from 7:30a.m. to 1:00p.m., and second and third go from 1:30 to 7:00p.m.  We do this for four weeks and then switch who is in the first shift and who is in the second shift.


The next project that we hope to work on is a project about super heroes.  It is part of the Global Arts Project.
